
THE FIRST OF THE TWO ôSTOURBRIDGE RAILCARS TRANSFERRED FROM 
CHASEWATER RAILWAY TO PARRY CRADLEY HEATH WORKSHOPS 

Having undertaken track trials and limited driver familiarisation exercises at the railway in Staffordshire 
the railcar was moved by articulated lorry to the Cradley Heath base on January 16th 2009 

Scene of temporary ramp being built to

Two hours after loading at Chasewater, the 
exercise is repeated with the railcar run down 
the ramp into the Parry rail workshop at Cradley 
Heath so that final wiring up and internal 
trimming work can be completed.  The second 
railcar is undergoing similar completion work at 
Northwestõs plant in Blackburn
